Just below this there 1s the image of the
ancient road built by Hajrat Khan Jahan Ali. The blue
color 1in the lower portion of the logo represents the
majestic and peaceful environment as well as the culture
of the district. On the lower portion of the logo the
images of trees, golpata, breathing roots, niver, boat, uger
and deer represent the overall depiction of Sundarban.
The brick-like color on the upper portion of the logo and
the green color on the lower portion of the logo represent
the ancient structures and Sundarban respectively.

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The Sundarbans

The literal meaning of the Sundarbans is
‘Beautiful  Forest. Seemingiy the
Sundarbans was named after Sundari Tree
(Heritiera Froms). Bangladesh part of the
Sundarbans extends to three districts
Satkhira, Khulna and Bagerhat.

Bangladesh part of the Sundarbans is
about 2/3 of the total area of the forest;
the rest is on the Indian side. It is now
estimated to be about 4,116 sg km, of
which about 1,700 sg km is occupied by
waterbodies.The Sundarbans was declared

as a Reserve Forest in 1875. It came under
the UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1997.

It is mainly a fishermen village. Dry fish
processing goes here along with fishmg.

Lot of foreign tourists come every
year to visit this three day long 'Rash Mela'.
This mela takes place in the Bangla month
Kartik (November).
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Biodiversity

There 1s a huge biodiversity in the
Sundarbans, According to a report of
2018, Sundarbans 1s the habitat of
appnorimately 114 Roval Bengal Tiger.

The Sundarbans is the habitat of 291
species of fishes, 315 species of birds, 42
species of mammals, 35 reptiles and 8
amphibian which is an area suitable for
watching and studying avifauna.
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Rivers
The aresa of the water body of the
Sundarbans 1s about 1,874 square kilometres
encompass rivers, small streams and canals.
Rivers in the Sundarbans are meeting places
of salt water and freshwater. The forest
consists of about 200 islands, separated by
about 400 interconnected tidal rivers, creeks
and canals.
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Vegetation

The vegetation of the
Sundarbans 1s largely of
mangrove type . The
prominent species are Sundan
(Heritiera fomes) and Gewa
(Excoecaria agallocha). The
famous 'Golpata' (Nypa palm)
18 also found in this forest,
According to a  report
published in 1903, there are
334 species under 2435 genera.




Honey
The Sundarbans is the
major source of honey and

bee wax of the country.
The Mawalis (honey
harvesters) usually collect
honey in the month of
April-May entering into
the deep forest.
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Soil of the Sundarbans mangrove forest
differs from other inland so1l of Bangladesh
that they are subjected to the effects of
salinity and water logging due to high and
low tide. Silt loam is domimant textural class
of the soil of this forest,







Climate

Since the forest is located on the
south of the Tropic of Cancer and
bounded by the northern limits of
the Bay of Bengal, it is classified as
tropical maoist forest. The average
annual maximum and minimum
temperatures vary between 30° and
21°C. Annual rainfall in the
Sundarbans is in the range of
1640-2000 mm, rainfall increases
from west to the east. Often storm
accompanied by tidal waves result
widespread inundation and cause
damage to vegetation and animal
life.
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Fisheries

There are 300 species of fishes of vertebrata sub-phylum in the rivers of sundarbans. Kala
hongor, ilsha kamot, thuti kamot, java, payratoli/chitra, bata vangon, gul bata, khorul vangon,
khorshula/kholla, kain magur, dagi kain magur along with many other species of fishes,
many of which are almost extinct now, are found in the rivers of the sundarbans. Currently
there are 13 different ways of fishing in the Sundarbans.
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Economy

It is the single largest source of forest resourses in the
country. In addition to traditional forest resourses like
timber, fuel wood, pulpwood etc., large-scale harvest
of non-wood forest products such as thatching
materials, honey, beeswax, fish, crustacean and
mollusc resources of the forest is derived regularly.
Constituting 51% of the total reserved forest estate of
Bangladesh, it contributes about 41% of total forest
revenue and accounts for about 45% of all timber and
fuel wood output of the country. Non-timber forest
products and plantations help generate considerable
employment and income opportunities for at least half
of a million poor coastal people.
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Habitation

The Sundarbans has a population of over 4
millions. Bawalis (collectors of golpata), mouals
(honey collectors) and woodcutters are permanent
dwellers. Their dwellings are usually at the edge
of the forest and the houses are built on platforms
supported on 3-3 m high poles of wood or
bamboo. Some people, especially the bedyas
(gypsy) live on boats,
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The Sundarbans: The Protective Wall Against Natural Calamities
As protective wall, the Sundarbans has protected Bangladesh from big natural
calamities every time like a rescuer. This largest mangrove forest of the world has
set witness 1n this regard during Aila and Sidr. As natural wall the sundarbans
reduces the imtensity of cyclone and tidal surge upto 30%-40%,
